At cocktail time,
it is a felicitous mixer for
gin. This summer, the juice

is available until around
Aug. 10 at the Red Jacket Or-
chards stand in some Greenmarkets,
including Union Square (Mondays)
and McCarren Park in Williamsburg,
Brooklyn (Saturdays). The juice is
$1.25 for the 16-ounce size, $2 for 32
ounces and $3 for 64 ounces. The juice
